Portfolio view
· How does this property fit into the wider portfolio? 
· Are there existing risks that could be amplified? 



Process and expectations
· Have realistic timelines been set? 
· Is the client prepared for additional checks or scrutiny? 
Support and signposting
· Has the client been directed to appropriate external guidance (e.g. government resources)? 
· Are they clear on where your role begins and ends?
